GOOD REWS—FOURTEEN MORE PERSONS BUP-
POSED TO DL SAVLD FROM THE VERA CRUZ
AND LANDED ON A DLSLEICD PORTION OF '
THE COAST OF FLORIDA.

Bince the first tidings cams of the losz of tho Vers
Cruz there has been little until yesterday to suggest
the possibility of hope to the friends of the passen-
gers, £nd the indefiniteness of what camoe yesterday
torbids the placing of much reliance upomit. It
sosma certain, however, from two letters received by
the New York Board of Underwriters, that more per-
sons were saved from the wreck than have been
heretofore roporied, although their identity is atill
& mattlcor purs conjecture. The dificulty of
communication with the coast off which the disas-

it is entirely owing to this difilnlty that such
tiding as there may be in store have not been re-
ported before this. “It s better lato than never,”
however, and the truth of the adsgo was never bet-
ter exemplifled than whea the letters were recaived
yesterday telling that iwo persons had come ashore
floated by life proservers and twelve more had es
caped on a raft from the ill-fated vessel, landing
near the Indian River, Fla.

The information received, a3 wss szid, {s exceed-
ingly meagre. it consists solely of two extracts
from letters received by Mr. Charles Denmis, the
pecreury of tho Boayl of Underwriters in this eity,

1 Mr, Heury F. Titus, the agent of the Diard in
Tu.luvuhs. Fla., and its vicintty. The first extract
read- us follows:—

1a fnlly forty miles from Titusville in an air line.
There being twelve or fourteon more survivors,
howerver, it remains a watter of time alone to bring
thé Full news, and a ground of hoge 15 thus given to
those wlo havp been mournioeg for friends and rela-
tives who were supposed 1o have been lost.
